How do I join the sheets?

ClimateLine® has it’s own range of aluminium jointers, available in a colour matched powder coat finish or natural anodized finish.  Jointer sizes are 2750 in length to accommodate both board sizes.

What style of jointers are available?

Standard H Section for jointing sheets, Internal and External Corners, End Caps, Negative Detail for jointing sheets and horizontal sheet layout and F sections for external corners and finishing sheet ends. Refer to the ClimateLine® brochure for pictures.

Silicon joints are a good option for an impervious joint for areas that require greater hygiene control, such as food preparation, laboratories and bathrooms.  

What is the cost of the ClimateLine board?

An indicative cost from a participating Merchant is $50-$65 per sheet depending on colour and sheet size.  Note, costs may vary depending on region, order size, colour/finish and Merchant.

How much does ClimateLine cost compared to a standard Plasterboard wall that is stopped and painted?

Traditional plastering and painting costs vary widely depending on residential or commercial, size and complexity and of course supply and demand. However, our estimates based on real job quotes are that ClimateLine ranges from being cost neutral to 10-15% more depending on the project requirements for bracing and firewalls.  The best way to keep costs down are to design ClimateLine into the project from the start to eliminate any integration cost blow outs. We can assist with ideas.
How much time will I save in a normal project?

We estimate, based on real projects, that it is up to 60% faster using a pre-finished wall system like ClimateLine that that of a stopped and painted plasterboard wall.  The reason it is so much quicker, is that while installation takes longer, you have eliminate the delays, application and drying times of the stopping/plastering and painting.  This is especially valuable when on time critical projects, during cold winter months when drying times are slow and when scheduling other key services around the finishing.

Can ClimateLine be used as a bracing panel?

Only if you mechanically fix as required by the building code, which ruins the finish. So, for that reason it is not an appropriate lining to achieve the required bracing units.  Instead, we recommend the following alternative methods:

3. Achieving bracing units with a Rigid Air Barrier system (pre-lining) and/or plywood on external frame as cladding.
Can ClimateLine be used as a fire rated wall system?

ClimateLine can be used as the finished layer over top of a Fire Rated System.  The joints of the top layer of the Fire Rated System do not require stopping if the ClimateLine sheets are off set 600m against the top layer of the Fire Rated System. This then eliminates the need to stop and paint the Fire Rated System, which while adding additional layer of board, will ensure that the time savings are still achieved and a consistent look.
Is ClimateLine suitable for Wet Areas?

Yes, ClimateLine is an excellent lining for wet areas in commercial or residential applications. The powder coated surface is impervious to moisture and will prevent the growth of mould and fungi.  It is also easy to clean, moisture beads off and is resistant to household cleaners.  ClimateLine is not suitable as a wet wall lining, such as for shower enclosures or shower over bath linings.

Does the substrate need to be on a water resistant plasterboard such as Gib® Aqualine?

The building code does not require a moisture resistant grade of plasterboard for wet areas provided a suitable finish is applied to the wall.  However, the risk of damage from moisture may be increased with standard plasterboard. For projects where your desire a moisture resistant plasterboard we can supply on a made to order basis, lead times apply.

Is ClimateLine suitable for transportable dwellings?

Yes. The panels and joints will accommodate the movement during transportation.  Because transportable dwellings are typically factory built, ClimateLine is an ideal lining solution to ensure speed of construction and reduced labour content.

Can I use ClimateLine in areas where strict hygiene control is required?

ClimateLine meets building code requirements for areas that require strict hygiene control or a high performance coating.  When requiring a hygienic joint system use the ClimateLine Hygiene joint or a silicon joint. 

ClimateLine is also available with an antimicrobial powder coating that is tested and proven to kill and prevent the growth of harmful bacteria, fungi, yeast and mould.  For only 10% more in cost it is a worthwhile investment. 

Can I have a custom colour?

Yes. Minimum order is approximately 100 sheets per colour. Alternatively enquire with us, as we have a select range of colours outside of the standard range that we could supply on a smaller minimum order basis.
